Guidelines and Requirements

Submissions: Please submit up to 5 photos of your work, which will be reviewed by Springville Center for the Arts (SCA).
Submit items that are representative of your style and ability as an artist, and similar to what you intend to sell. You will
be evaluated and accepted as an artist into the show. The work you bring to the show does not have to be the exact work
you submitted for evaluation. SCA reserves the right to decline specific pieces at drop-off due to issues with display,
amount of similar incoming work, etc.

Pricing & Sales: Sales are subject to a commission where 30% goes to SCA and 70% goes to the artist. Please price your
work accordingly. SCA is responsible for sales tax. SCA will pay the artist within two weeks following the conclusion of the
show. Work will be sold “off the wall” and taken home by the customer at the time of purchase.

Item Guidelines: Due to limited space, smaller pieces are preferred and no item should exceed 18” in any direction
(including mat & frame, if applicable). Artist name and price must be affixed to the item in some way (and title and
medium if applicable). All items must be made by hand. The goal is to offer easily giftable, ready-to-buy items.

Accepted Items:

e Paintings, drawings, photographs, collage, fiber pieces- work may be unframed, but must be matted/ready to
frame, and able to be displayed

Personal effects such as hand-woven or painted scarves, hand-knit mittens or gloves, etc.

Household items such as mugs, bowls, utensils, etc.

Decorative items such as ornaments, home decor, etc.

Soaps, lotions, etc.

Jewelry: individual pieces must be unique

Wood Items: hand carved/turned

Greeting cards- must be handmade or include original artwork
